4. Forward to the treasurer for payment and reimbursement, any expenses incurred in regard to licenses and/or music, including the annual CCLI fee.

5. Maintain and update, when necessary, the licensing/copyright information for songs used at Via De Cristo functions.

6. Ensure that musicians and song leaders understand that only properly licensed music is to be used at Via De Cristo functions.

7. Write an article for the newsletter from time to time as appropriate.

8. Update and maintain documentation relevant to the position of Music Coordinator.

9. Regularly attend all secretariat meetings.

10. Regularly attend as many Via de Cristo gatherings as possible.

11. Pray regularly for the leaders serving on the secretariat and for weekend team members and participants.

12. Work with the music leaders as needed.
